1. WORLD CUP EVENTS - Please assist by volunteering to time keep. k-

2. WORLD CUP EVENTS - are flown from poles in seven one hour rounds. BOCIETY Ine.

3. AllF1A, B, C rounds are 180 sec max unless conditions permit an extended round 1 max which will be announced
by the CD in advance of that round.

4. OPEN EVENTS - are 3 flights to a 3 min. max with no rounds and one unlimited flyoff

5. MINI CLASSES - FIG, F1H and F1J are 5 flights flown from poles in one hour rounds with 2 min. maxes.

6. P-301is 3 flights to a 120 sec. max, no rounds.

7. COMBINED % OPEN - is 3 flights no rounds. Score is the percentage of the max. for that class. HLG and CLG are
allowed but only 3 flights i.e. no discards. Two attempts are permitted for each flight (the 20 second attempt rule will
be applied).

8. VINTAGE GLIDER - is flown from a 100m towline.

9. HLG/CLG - all flights from the box marked by 4 cones.

10. Oz Diesel — (no VIT, AR etc, see Nats Notes in FFDU2002/3), 10 sec motor run, 3 x 2 min flights

11. PLACEGETTERS - in AFFS events will be processed. There will be spot checking and check timekeeping on the
field.

12. All Competitors must be in possession of a current MAAA/FAI licence.

13. The Annual General Meeting of the AFFS will take place on Monday 28" of March. Please forward agenda items
that you would like discussed to Phil Mitchell by 1% March.

14. The Presentation Dinner will be on the evening Sunday 27" March at the Racecourse. Cost is ~$29.00 for a three
course meal including tea or coffee. Because it is a holiday period we need to know numbers in advance. Please
make your bookings for the dinner and pay with your entry.

15. We need people to CD events. This is not too arduous a task — a jury will be convened for any difficult decisions.
People who CD an event will receive a $10 reduction on their dinner ticket.

16. Motorised retrieval is not allowed (pedal bicycle retrieval is). We are not permitted motorised retrieval on the
Department of Defence land (Field 1) and for Field 2, although motorised retrieval has been allowed in the past, we
have had problems with the dust raised by cars obscuring models and blanketing the flight line.

17. The Bill Gordon Trophy will be presented for the best overall performance in rubber powered events. Ranking
will be determined by the sum of points with 3 points for first, 2 for second and 1 for third. All rubber events score
equally.

1. F1A, FIB and F1C are World Cup events and entry is $20

2. AFFS events are $6 per event for FULL AFFS members and $8 for non members.

3. Juniors do not pay any fees for any event.

4. A registration fee of $6 applies to all Senior Members and $10 for non-members.

Flying Site

The flying area used for the Australian Free Flight
championships and the Southern Cross Cup is about 45
km south of the city of Narrandera, NSW. Narrandera is a
rural centre on the Murrumbidgee River near the junction
of the Sturt and Newell Highways. It is 556 km South
West of Sydney, and 431 km North of Melbourne. The
surrounding country is flat, with few trees and fences. The
climate in April is usually warm and calm.

We will use one of two areas (labelled flying field 1 and
flying field 2 on the map). Which one is used depends on
surface conditions and is decided after discussion with the
farmer, usually just before the competition. Notices will
be placed at the field entrances showing which is selected.

To get to Field 1 from Narrandera, head south on the
Newell Highway. Make sure to take the left turn onto the
Newell as you leave Narrandera, otherwise you may drive
50 km west on the Sturt Highway before you realise your
error. After ~30 km, just before Morundah and the grain
silos, turn off to the left. The road swings around to head
south again. The road into the field is on the left, about

20 km from the turnoff. For Field 2 travel about 23 km
after turning off the Newell Highway until you reach the
Widgiewa Station turnoff to the left. Turn into Widgiewa
and follow the dirt road past the buildings and through the
gates (close if closed) to the field. For the AFFS and SCC
the turnoffs will be signposted.
